Course Description: Senior college preparatory English is meant to accomplish just what its title implies, prepare students for entry into college English.  In order to accomplish this, students will be asked to read and analyze a variety of texts.  Students will be asked to read some texts individually and come to class prepared to discuss what they have read.  Based on their reading, classroom lessons and discussions, students will be asked to demonstrate understanding primarily through writing.

Persuasive Writing 

Article of the Week:  Each week, students will receive a current event article.  Students must read the article, underline the main points and any other details they find interesting.  Students must also identify and define two words with which they are unfamiliar.  A response to the article must also be written, which will need to be a minimum of four sentences in length.  The assignment is worth fifteen points each week.  This assignment will be handed to the students the first day of each week.  It is the student’s responsibility to turn in the complete assignment by the last day of the week.  If a student is absent on the first day of the week, it is that students responsibility to acquire a copy of the Article of the Week from the Absent Work basket. If a student is absent on the last day of the week, the Article of the Week must be submitted on the first day of the students return.  The Article of the Week may not be handed in for late points as it is a weekly assignment.
Vocabulary of the Week:  Students will receive a maximum of ten vocabulary words on the first day of each week.  These words are likely to appear on the SAT and other proficiency exams.  Students will be responsible for studying the spelling and definition of these words during the week.  On the last day of each week, students will be given a quiz on the Vocabulary of the week.  If a student is absent on the first day of the week, it is that student’s responsibility to acquire the Vocabulary of the Week (posted in the back of the room) and the definitions.  If a student is absent on the last day of the week, that students is required to schedule a time to make up the Vocabulary of the week quiz on the day of his or her return.
Absent Work:  If a student has been absent from school, at the beginning of school (or class, if there is enough time) on the day of the student’s return, the student is responsible for acquiring missed work from the Absent Work basket located in 115.  Students may also read about the missed class periods in the corresponding notebooks.  Students should copy missed motes from other responsible students.

Late Work: Please use some sort of assignment/date book to keep track of your assignments.  “I forgot” will not be considered as a valid excuse for not completing the work for this class.  Please be responsible for yourselves and your materials.  Any work that is not done will receive an automatic zero. An assignment may be handed in as late as the next class period for half credit.  Assignments are considered late by the end of a student’s class period.  Assignments handed in by the end of the day are considered late and will receive half credit.
