LIBRARY GLOSSARY
Database – a comprehensive collection of related data organized for convenient access, generally in a computer

Search Engine - a software program that searches a database and gathers and reports information that contains or is related to specified terms

OPAC – On the Public Access Catalog; a computerized system to catalogue and organize materials in a library

Citation – the act of quoting a reference to an authority or a precedent

Research -  diligent and systematic inquiry or investigation into a subject in order to discover or revise facts, theories, applications, etc.

Bibliography – a list of source materials that are used or consulted in the preparation of a work or that are referred to in the text

MLA Style – Modern Language Association

Rubric – any established mode of conduct or procedure; protocol

Persuasive – tending or intended or having the power to induce action or belief

Synthesize – to form by combining parts or interests

Evaluate – to judge or determine the significance, worth, or quality of assess

Document – any written item as a book, article, or letter, especially of a factual or informative nature

Construct – to build or form by putting together parts; frame; devise

Plagiarize – to take and use ideas, passages, etc. from another’s work
Effective – adequate to accomplish a purpose; producing the intended or expected result

Webquest - a research activity in which students collect information, where most of the information comes from the World Wide Web
